Several years ago the club authorized the use of PayPal to allow members to join
renew their membership online. A member need not have a paypal account to us
service and can use a credit card for payment. At the time it was decided that the
monthly transfer limit was perfectly adequate for our needs and that the transactio
was acceptable. The use of the account was slow at first but has grown to a reas
percentage of members using it. As of this writing, a full 25% have joinethewed ol
l ine this year al one. Over the yea
although, there has been some people in the club that have had difficulty using it.
Difficulty has pretty much been a lack of understanding of usamgputers in general
and online services in particular. Simple problems like navigating a new program
reason to abandon a service that is a convenience used by a growing number of ¢
members.

There was questions about the service chargé®ipdst. The service charges are
normal and legitimate charges that all businesses experience. We are a business
a Non Profit Corporation registered with the state of Maine. We should expect to
legitimate expenses associated with doingifess. That being said, there are
adjustments to the PayPal account that can be made to eliminate any financial irr
and to remove any transfer limits in place now. These minor changes can be mac
and those two issues should not be used eason to dump the entire program. Itis
simple mater to add a shipping and handling charge to the membership renewal p
offset the transaction charge which only amounts to a few dollars. That would pu
burden of the fee on the user of theve®e and it would be up to them if they wanted 1
use the service or pay another way like by mail with a check. To get the transfer |
removed all that is needed is to provide PayPal with the proper documentation. W
you expect to go in a local bla and open an account without supplying the proper
information to them? Of course not. Paypal is basically an online bank and is safe
secure. lItis used by tens of thousands of business and millions of people througt
world. The only reasoré account was recently restricted is that we just became &
corporation. Yes, just became a corporation. For several years the paperwork w
completed and the club lost the corporation status. It was only after repeated reqt
that the issue wawvisited and the problem solved. Bill Skelton is now handling the
paperwork to the state. He is doing it for free but we pay him back for the filing fe«
The act of incorporating the club triggered PayPal to audit of the account and reqt
documentabn. That is a good thing. It shows the legitimacy of their existence as
service provider and that they provide safety and security to their clients.
